Grampus are currently seeking 3 young Cumbrians (16 to 30 years old) to undertake two journeys and a traditional & environmental skills placement in Cyprus.  The activities are fully funded through the Heritage Lottery Fund in combination with the EU's 'Leonardo da Vinci' programme.

 

The first journey is through the catchment of Bassenthwaite Lake and is part of the 'Bassenthwaite Reflections' project which seeks to involve communities in the long-term management of the cultural landscape.  The journey is in May 2008 (next month!) and will last for five to six days (six nights). The route is now being planned by Cumbrian & Cypriot participants but is likely to be from Dunmail Raise to Thirlmere - St. John's-in-the-Vale - Threlkeld - Latrigg - Applethwaite - Armathwaite.  Accommodation will be a mix of B&B's, camping, village halls and camping barns.  Along the route, there will be a number of activities - planned are horselogging, archaeological surveying, red squirrel management, rock climbing, exploring mines and having an Anglo-Cypriot barbecue!  There will be five Cypriots & five Cumbrians involved.

 

The second journey takes place in Cyprus and will be one week within a five-week placement learning some traditional and environmental skills.  The period in Cyprus commences in early June.  In Cyprus participants will journey from the Troodos mountains to the coast at Akrotiri.  They will follow the ancient routes that date from the Venetian trading period and before.  Over the other four weeks in Cyprus, participants will help in salt marsh management, make traditional baskets, undertake surveys, build footpaths, etc.

 

The activities are ideal for young people studying outdoor subjects (those already recruited are studying at Newton Rigg) or in a gap year.  It is not necessary to be a student, all young people are invited to apply. There will be an opportunity to receive instruction and be awarded a qualification through the John Muir Award.

 

Entirely separately, we are seeking two young people to travel to Slovenia from 11th to 18th May to take part in an arts / crafts / fashion activity under the EU project 'CHANTICA' = 'Culture, History and Nature - Together in Contemporary Art'.  This is fully funded by the EU ' Culture 2000' programme
