Funding to Develop and Exte nd Recycling Services to Businesses (UK)

Organisations that wish to create or expand recycling services that serve businesses, in particular
small and medium sized enterprises are able to apply for funding through WRAP’s Recycling
Programme. WRAP, is a not for profit company that provides advice and support for waste
minimisation and recycling. Under the Recycling Programme, grants of up to £67,000 are available
to organisations in the public and voluntary sector to develop new or expand existing recycling
services for businesses by for example expanding recycling service into new areas, customers or
materials. New or expanded services could include a multi material collection services for a range of
SMEs (services that collect a range of materials such as paper, cardboard, plastic bottles, glass,
printer cartridges, etc.); cardboard and paper collection services for urban/city centre SMEs,
primarily offices and retail premises that lack storage space; glass collection services for SMEs in
the hospitality sector; collections of food waste from hospitality and retail businesses and smaller
food processors; collections from industrial estates, business parks and multiple occupancy
buildings; and recycling services for SMEs in the construction, demolition and refurbishment (of
buildings) sector. WRAP will fund a maximum of 50% of the total project costs and will expect
applicants to match this funding in cash and/ or in kind. A collection service or drop-off facility must
be provided as part of the project. There is no closing date for applications in 2007 - 08, although
funding is limited and available on a first come, first served basis.

The European Cultural Foundation provides grants for young artists and performers to collaborate
and network with other young Europeans. There are no application deadlines but applications to the
STEP beyond travel fund should be submitted at least eight weeks before the date of travel. The
Fund has a particular focus in 2007 and 2008 on promoting Europe’s cultural diversity. The fund is
available to artists, cultural operators / activists, cultural journalists, cultural translators and cultural
researchers. The STEP beyond fund will make a contribution to travel costs, visa costs, and, in
certain cases, accommodation costs (through an allowance) of those awarded a grant. It is an asset
if the host organization could support the accommodation costs. Applications can be made at any
time.

Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) - Townscape Heritage Initiative

The Townscape Heritage Initiative (THI) is a grant-giving programme under which HLF support schemes
led by partnerships of local, regional and national interests, including the voluntary sector, that aim to
regenerate the historic environment in towns and cities across the United Kingdom.

The programme is designed to address problems in areas of particular social and economic need
throughout the United Kingdom. It encourages partnerships to carry out repairs and other works to a
number of historic properties within those areas, and improve the quality of life for all those who live, work
or visit there.

HLF is able to contribute between £250,000 and £2million to the common fund of each THI. A
development grant of 75% of the cost of eligible work, up to a maximum of £25,000, is offered to all
schemes which receive a 'Stage 1' pass. It is compulsory for schemes requesting grants of £1m or more
to include an explicit training element in their proposals.

Sport England is committed to creating an active nation through sport. As part of their work to
sustain and increase participation in sport and active recreation, they have invested in a range of
projects across the country. There are two funding streams — National and Community:

National investment funding is subject to a business planning process by these partner
organisations and is not an open application process.

Community Investment Fund (CIF) - This is available through and managed by the regional
offices of Sport England and funding is awarded through an open application process.

Applying for Sport England’s Community Investment Fund is a two-stage process. Sport England
will assess your Stage 1 application, and will only encourage you to proceed to the full
application (Stage 2) if your application meets regional priorities or has potential to do so.

Some small grants of up to £2,000 are also made in between the quarterly trustee
meetings.
